•• Scientific and professional support for the Federal 
Ministry for Economic Affairs and Energy (BMWi) in all 
aspects regarding energy saving and energy efficiency.

•• Observation and evaluation of the German market for 
energy services and regular commissioning of compre-
hensive evaluations regarding its development. Based 
on these evaluations, recommendations for the further 
advancement of the market for energy services are 
developed.

•• Maintaining a record of suppliers of energy services to 
increase market transparency for consumers and promo-
te the energy service market.
